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° Still, there is a value in demonstrating to Mr. Putin and his band that
however friendly Mr. Trump may seem, or whatever hold Mr. Putin may have on Mr.
Trump, the United States is not prepared to condone Russia’s aggression or meddling.
That Washington is continuing to punish Russia, despite anything Mr. Trump says or
does, may also deter European leaders leaning toward lifting sanctions, like those in
Hungary and Italy, from rushing to do so.[43]

Certainly Vladimir Putin’s
Russia is asking for

All these have drawn a
dizzying bombardment of
sanctions from the United
States, the European Union
and their Western allies,

Russian meddling in United States elections, is
making its way through Congress.
The sanctions have hurt the Russian economy.

After the latest ones were announced on
Wednesday, Russia’s currency and stock
markets promptly fell. Yet the Western actions
have not been demonstratively successful in
changing Russia’s behavior. On the contrary,
Mr. Putin has responded to every new blow
with ever more aggressive charges that the West
is out to get Russia and undermine its inherent
greatness.

There is the bizarre divide between Mr. Trump
and his administration on Russia.

What is the message to Russia
when Mr. Trump holds
chummy secret meetings with
Mr. Putin and advocates lettin

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Germany's political crisis is the

GERMAN CHANCELLOR Angela Merkel has quietly served as one
of the checks and balances on Donald Trump's presidency. While
cultivating a warm relationship with Mr. Trump — who has
boasted about his good relationship with her — Ms. Merkel has
assumed leadership in areas from which the United States has
stepped back. She has firmly opposed Russian aggressions and
championed humane treatment of refugees and action on climate

change.

All that means that Ms. Merkel's failure to form a new governing
coalition following September's elections, which has plunged
Germany into a postwar political crisis, is a problem for Americans as
well. Though there is little danger that the result will be an extremist
government, it could very well be a weak one — which is the last
thing the West needs at a time when Britain and the United States are
both handicupped by political chaos.

Ms. Merkel's own future may be in doubt after a dozen years in
power. Having failed to form a four-party coalition including the
leftist Greens party and pro-business Free Democrats, she faces
dreadful choices, including a minority government or a second
election after failing to form a government — neither of which has
happened in stability-craving Germany since 1945. She said on
Monday that she favored a new election and would run again for
chancellor. But a rebellion by her Christian Democratic Union party
cannot be ruled out.

Her departure would almost
certainly be a blow to
transatlantic relations. Raised in
East Germany, Ms. Merkel is
instinctively pro-American and
skeptical of Russia. Though her
governance has been marked by
moderation and caution, she
took a moral stand in welcoming
refugees to Germany in 2015.
More than a million came, and
the resulting political backlash
did much to create the present
political impasse.

The crisis reveals that Germany,
too, is vulnerable to the
polarization that is infecting
Western politics. Where once
two big parties and a couple of
smaller ones encompassed its
Communists as well as the far
right. That has proved enough to
destabilize the system.

The uncertainty in Berlin could
go on for months. If new
elections are held, they won't be
scheduled before next year, and
current surveys show they
might produce similar results.
No doubt the enemies of Western
democracy, led by Vladimir
Putin, will seek to take
advantage of the situation. As
for those Americans who have
looked to Ms. Merkel as an ally
against the excesses of Mr.

Ukraine has put its troops on high alert; some
think Russia may be preparing to invade its
western neighbor.

‘While the media has ominously suggested that
Donald Trump is in cahoots with Vladimir
Putin, it is President Obama who has allowed
the Russian strongman to become the power
broker in the Middle East. It is thanks to
Obama that Putin enjoys 82 percent approval
ratings at home, while incomes are collapsing
and there is widespread food shortages. As The
New York Times wrote today, Russia’s stoking
of tensions in Ukraine “allows Russia to
continue announcing itself as a global power,
even though its economy is smaller than
Australia’s.”

It isn’t the first time that Putin has embarrassed
Obama. President Obama has needed Putin’s help
on two fronts critical to his approval ratings and
his legacy: fighting ISIS and allowing the Iran nuke
deal to go forward.

That, however, has been ignored by a media frenzy
over Trump’s supposed links to the Russian bully.
This absurd story line emerged after Trump said
at a rally, “Russia, if you're listening, I hope you're
able to find the 30,000 emails that are missing,”
referring to those communications that Hillary
Clinton deleted from her personal server. Emails
that, for the record, should not have been
destroyed and that she lied about.

The narrative is that by expressing admiration for
Vladimir Putin’s leadership ability and because he
has had poor business activities in Russia, Trump
might somehow cede power to the former KGB
operative if he became president. The charge is
almost comical, given how Obama has done just
that.

After Russia’s invasion of Crimea, Obama promised
that, “If Russia continues on its present

coul ..the isolation will deepen, the sanctions
increase and there will be more consequences for
the Russian economy.” The reality? Secretary of
State John Kerry met with his Russian counterpart
Sergey Lavrov 20 times in the next twelve months
and visited Moscow twice to meet with Valdimir
Putin, just to be sure he wasn’t getting too lonely.
In March, The Guardian reported that Ru
airstrikes had killed 2,000 Syrian civilians,
including children, in the prior six months.
Moscow’s attacks targeted not just ISIS, but also
hit U.S.-trained and U.S.-allied opponents of Assad.

The U.S. is drowning in natural gas; we could
become a major exporter of LNG to our European
allies, and loosen the chokehold that Russia has on
the EU. This, however, would bolster the fortunes
of our energy producers -- an outcome anathema
to the Obama White House.
