In the 1950s, Central American commercial banana growers were facing the
death of their most lucrative product, the Gros Michel banana, known as Big Mike.

With its easily transported, thick-skinned and sweet-tasting fruit, the Gros

Michel banana plant dominated the plantations of Central America.

Smiling

A so-called “smile of respect” is seen as insincere and often regarded with

suspicion in Russia. A famous Russian proverb even states that “laughing without
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reason is a sign of idiocy”. Yet in countries like the United States, Australia and
Britain, smiling is often interpreted as a sign of openness, friendship and respect, and
is frequently used to break the ice.

In a_piece of research done on smiles across cultures, the researchers found

that smiling individuals were considered more intelligent than non-smiling people in

countries such as Germany, Switzerland, China and Malaysia. However, in countries
like Russia, Japan, South Korea and Iran, pictures of smiling faces were rated as less

intelligent than the non-smiling ones. Meanwhile, in countries like India, Argentina

and the Maldives, smiling was associated with dishonesty.

Smiling has different meanings across cultures. In some places, like Russia,

“polite” smiles are seen as fake, and smiling for no reason is considered foolish. But

in other countries, like the US and UK, smiling is a sign of friendliness and openness.

Research shows that smiling is associated with intelligence in some cultures, but with

less intelligence or even dishonesty in others.
