DAILY SCHEDULE OF SCHOOLCHILDREN

Our dynamic life is full of different activities, and it is very helpful
when a pupil has a scheduled daily routine because it can save time and
help a kid relax.

There are early birds and night owls but as a rule children have to
wake up quite early, at half past six on weekdays. It's quite useful to
stay in my bed for 5 or 10 minutes and then to get up. It’s a good idea to
open the window to let some fresh air enter the room. At the same time
a child can do his morning exercises. Usual morning routine consists of
making the bed, taking a shower and having breakfast. Mothers should
care for making breakfast for their children. Some kids prefer boiled
eggs, a sandwich and a cup of tea in the morning. Others do not want to
have breakfast at all. But we must remember that breakfast should be
the most substantial meal of the day. Children can have some porridge,
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a sandwich with boiled chicken or turkey and a cup of cocoa. After
breakfast kids must clean their teeth. Then they get dressed. There are
discussions about a school uniform. But let's agree that a school
uniform helps be more disciplined. Boys can wear a shirt and black
trousers. A dress or a blouse and a skirt would be good for girls.

At school lessons usually start at 8.30 a.m. As a rule, pupils have
five or six lessons every day, so at about two o’clock their school is over.
It's important for junior school students to have a break after each
lesson and a long break after the 4th lesson, so that they can have lunch
in the school canteen.

After school children can do sports or have some other extra
curriculum activities. So when they get home they must find some time
for a little rest. They can watch TV, play computer games, chat on the
phone or just listen to music. At about 4 o’clock a pupil starts doing his
homework. It shouldn’t take them more than 2 or 3 hours to do that,
though sometimes a kid can sit with his homework till late at night. But
it’s not good for his health.

When the parents come home from their work it’s a good idea for
the family to have dinner together. Then they can discuss everything all
members of the family did during the day. The child should have his
duties about the house. Kids often do the washing-up or take the
rubbish out. But junior school students must go to bed before 10 p.m.

Sometimes children don’t have enough time for their hobbies
during the weekdays, so they seem a bit boring probably. But a kid can
devote his weekends to his hobbies, doing sports and meeting friends
and relatives. In winter they can go skiing or skating, and in summer -
roller-skating, playing football or riding a bicycle.

PROPER NUTRITION OF STUDENTS

When you're young, it's rare for anyone to be overweight or have
health problems. But malnutrition during this period affects the state of
all organs, which will make a kid feel bad in the future. In addition, an
excessive amount of fast carbohydrates, non-compliance with the
regime and the use of low-quality food affect the efficiency and well-
being at the present time.

Drawing up a diet taking into account age characteristics

Meals for students should be made taking into account the
following characteristics of young students:

e Fast metabolism - low calorie diets are useless during this
period.

o Still intensive growth and formation of the muscle corset -
determine the high need for proteins, especially for guys.

e Mobility - students are constantly on the move, doing several
things at once and spending a lot of energy on it.

e Constant rush - few people have time to cook complex dishes, so
the simpler the diet, the better for girls and guys.

e Other priorities - young people prefer to communicate, have fun
and have fun in addition to studying, so they cannot devote much time
to the issue of nutrition.

e Insufficient sleep, so the products should be as useful as possible
for the nervous system to recover.

e Eat fractionally - 5 times a day in small portions. This will help
you never feel hungry and have a fast metabolism. The habit of skipping
breakfast and eating a lot in the evening needs to be eradicated.
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e Each meal should be made up of protein, healthy fats,
carbohydrates, and fiber-rich foods. Then the body will receive all the
substances necessary to maintain an active lifestyle.

e It is advisable to consume fast carbohydrates minimally, if you
really want a bun or confectionery - it is better to eat it in the morning.

e Dinner should be 3 hours before bedtime. The best set of foods
for this meal is protein foods + vegetables.

e Nutrition and mental performance of students are closely
related, so the diet should include foods that activate the brain. This is
walnuts and other nuts, dried fruits, fruits, fatty sea fish, avocados and
others.

EDUCATION IN RUSSIA

Children start school at the age of six in Russia. The course of
studies at school is eleven years now: four years of primary school and
seven years of secondary school. Previously it was only ten years: three
years of primary school and seven years of secondary school. Children
under the age of six are taken to creches and nursery schools.

There is a wide choice of schools nowadays: state schools, private
schools, lyceums and gymnasiums. The majority of schools are free of
charge, but in some (usually private ones) parents have to pay for the
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education of their children. In ordinary schools parents sometimes pay
for additional subjects in the curriculum, such as a foreign language or
arts. Though it is generally not a demand, most children can already
read and write when they start their school: this makes education much
easier for them.

In primary school there are three or four lessons a day, they
usually are Reading, Writing and Arithmetic. A lesson lasts forty
minutes. During the first term children get used to learning and adapt to
school regulations. Beginning with the second term of the first year at
school, children also take Handicrafts, Drawing, Music and Physical
Education. The list of subjects under study is further extended during
the second, third and fourth years and includes the World History of
Arts, Fundamentals of Security, History, Geography, and others. At
primary schools all lessons are usually conducted by one teacher.

At the age of ten children pass to the second stage of education,
known as secondary school. In secondary school there is a wide variety
of subjects under study, and teachers specialize. The transition from
primary to secondary school is sometimes difficult for children. After
finishing the ninth form and getting the Certificate of Basic Secondary
Education, schoolchildren may either continue their education in the
tenth form, or leave school and go to technical (vocational) schools and
colleges.

After eleven years at school the school leavers take examinations
and get the Certificate of Complete Secondary Education. Those who
have only excellent marks in the Certificate get a gold medal, which
gives the right to enter higher school taking only one examination.

The admission to higher school is competitive and based on the
system of entrance examinations, usually three or four. During the
examinations the school leavers must show their abilities in the chosen
field. Young people also have an option to get specialized secondary
education in vocational schools after leaving the eleventh form.
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Among higher educational establishments are institutes
(colleges), academies and universities. The term of studying in higher
school is from four to six years. Students can be involved in scientific
research while studying. At the end of their final year at college,
university or academy they take final examinations and get a diploma.
Besides, they can take postgraduate courses in the chosen field.

THE USE OF INTERNET TECHNOLOGIES AT PRIMARY SCHOOL

The Internet is a giant worldwide computer network, the purpose
of which is to provide anyone, including a child, with constant access to
information. The number of Internet users is steadily growing every
day, and the most active among them are young people, teenagers and
children. Today's primary school students are representatives of the
new digital generation of Internet users, they feel naturally and at ease
on the global network. The Internet is a full-fledged part of the lifestyle
of modern children, and this requires changes in all spheres of society,
including education. There is no doubt that the education of
schoolchildren becomes more effective if the teacher and the student
himself, starting from the elementary grades, use the resources and
opportunities of the Internet in their studies and practice. The new
primary school standards assume that every child should have access to
a computer and the Internet and, accordingly, acquire a certain level of
media literacy.

For primary school teachers, the Federal State Educational
Standard sets the task of using the material, technical and information
equipment of the educational process and Internet resources in their
work. According to the Federal State Educational Standard, an
elementary school graduate can use various methods of searching (in
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reference sources and the open educational information space of the
Internet), collecting, processing, analyzing, organizing, transmitting and
interpreting information in accordance with the communicative and
cognitive tasks and technologies of the educational subject; must
comply with the norms of information selectivity, ethics and etiquette.
Due to the relevance of this issue and the wide variety of Internet
resources, it is necessary to provide guidance on interesting and useful
educational sites for younger students in various areas that will help in
educational and extracurricular activities. What opportunities does the
use of Internet resources by primary school teachers have?:

1. Self-education, professional development based on information
contained in the Network, studying the work experience of Russian and
foreign colleagues.

2. Obtaining regulatory and reference documents from the servers
of ministries, regional, city and district departments of education.

THE CONVENTION ON THE RIGHTS OF THE CHILD

The human rights of children and the standards to which all
governments must aspire in realizing these rights for all children, are
formulated in the Convention on the Rights of the Child. The Convention
is the most universally accepted human rights instrument in history - it
has been ratified by every country in the world except two. By ratifying
this instrument, national governments have committed themselves to
protecting and ensuring children's rights.

Built on varied legal systems and cultural traditions, the
Convention on the Rights of the Child is a universally agreed set of non-
negotiable standards and obligations. It spells out the basic human
rights that children everywhere - without discrimination - have: the
right to survival; to develop to the fullest; to protection from harmful
influences, abuse and exploitation, and to participate fully in family,
cultural and social life.

Every right spelled out in the Convention is inherent to the human
dignity and harmonious development of every child. The Convention
protects children’s rights by setting standards in health care, education
and legal, civil and social services. These standards are benchmarks
against which progress can be assessed. States that are party to the
Convention are obliged to develop and undertake all actions and
policies in the light of the best interests of the child.
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The Convention on the Rights of the Child was carefully drafted
over the course of 10 years (1979-1989) with the input of representatives
from all societies, all religions and all cultures. The Convention has
become the most widely accepted human rights treaty ever.

Some people assume that the rights of children born in wealthy
nations - where schools, hospitals and juvenile justice systems are in
place - are never violated, that these children have no need for the
protection and care called for in the Convention. But that is far from the
truth. To varying degrees, at least some children in all nations face
unemployment, homelessness, violence, poverty and other issues that
dramatically affect their lives.

All of us are born with human rights - a principle the Convention
on the Rights of the Child makes very clear. They belong to each and
every one of us equally. Children living in developing countries have the
same rights as children in wealthy countries. The Convention places
equal emphasis on all of the rights for children.

Because of its near-universal acceptance by the community of
nations, the Convention on the Rights of the Child has brought into
sharp focus for the first time the fundamental human dignity of all
children and the urgency of ensuring their well-being and development.
The Convention on the Rights of the Child specifically refers to the
family as the fundamental group of society and the natural environment
for the growth and well-being of its members, particularly children.
Under the Convention, States are obliged to respect parents’ primary
responsibility for providing care and guidance for their children and to
support parents in this regard, providing material assistance and
support programmes. States are also obliged to prevent children from
being separated from their families unless the separation is judged
necessary for the child’s best interests.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child confirms that children
have a right to express their views and to have their views taken
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seriously and given due weight - but it does not state that children’s
views are the only ones to be considered. The Convention also states
that children have a responsibility to respect the rights of others,
especially those of parents. The principle of non-discrimination is
included in all the basic human rights instruments and has been
carefully defined by the bodies responsible for monitoring their
implementation.

The Convention on the Rights of the Child was adopted and opened
for signature, ratification and accession by General Assembly resolution
44 /25 of 20 November 1989. It entered into force 2 September 1990,
in accordance with article 49.

The best tip for school success is to make sure, that parents and
teachers are working together as allies. Sometimes, though, it can seem
as though there’s a chalk line drawn down the middle of your
child’s life.

On the home side, there are all the things you know about your
child, the help you give them for homework, and their social
development with siblings and peers. On the school side of the line,
there are all the things your child’s teacher knows about them, the help
they're getting with their school work, and their social development
with peers.

The information on both sides can be combined to create a fuller
understanding of your child. This is not only of benefit to them but also
to you and their teachers. Try these tips for creating a great relationship
with your child's teacher.

TIPS FOR SUCCESSFUL PARENT-TEACHER PARTNERSHIPS

Identify and respect family priorities. Families may have
different ideas about what meaningful goals for their child will look like.
Be sure to talk to families early in the year and establish what their
most important, highest-priority goals are for their child.

Ask questions to learn about families. Before you can make a
real difference in the lives of your students and their families, you'll
need to know more about them.

Use everyday language. Families may feel excluded from the
planning process when members of the school team use unfamiliar
educational terms in home-school communications. Always be aware of
the distance you can create when you use a lot of professional jargon,
and minimize its use whenever possible.
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Be positive. Some parents may be accustomed to hearing from
teachers only when there’s “bad news” to share. To build trust and
strengthen relationships with families, avoid communicating only in
difficult moments. Telephone calls, conferences, and notes home should
be conduits for sharing all types of news —good as well as difficult.

Respect family cultures. When you have a student who comes
from a culture different from yours, spend some time learning about
their culture. For instance, in some cultures, the oldest female in the
family drives all the decisions, and she is likely to be your student’s
grandparent or even great-grandparent.

Take advantage of opportunities to connect. Look for
opportunities throughout the year to connect with families and assure
them that they’re an important part of their child’s educational team.
Invite families into your classroom for whole-class performances,
gallery walks, and other special activities.

Put yourself in their shoes. Empathetic educators who attempt
to understand families’ experiences and frames of reference are less
likely to develop judgmental attitudes that could be damaging to the
home-school relationship.

GENERAL AND VOCATIONAL EDUCATION

General education aims at producing intelligent, responsible, well-
informed citizens. It is designed to transmit a common cultural heritage
rather than to develop trained specialists.

Almost all elementary education is general education. In every
country, primary school pupils are taught skills they will use
throughout their life, such as reading, writing, and arithmetic. They also
receive instruction in different subjects, including Geography, History,
etc. In most countries almost all young people continue their general
education in secondary schools.
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The aim of vocational education is primarily to prepare the
students for a job. Some secondary schools specialize in vocational
programmes.

Technical schools are vocational secondary schools, where students
are taught more technical subjects, such as carpentry, metalwork, and
electronics. Technical school students are required to take some general
education courses and vocational training. Universities and separate
professional schools prepare students for careers in such fields as
agriculture, architecture, business, engineering, law, medicine, music,
teaching, etc.

REFORM IN THE SYSTEM
OF SECONDARY EDUCATION IN RUSSIA

School is one of the most important institutions of the society;
school reflects the condition of the society and shows tendencies of
further development. Being one of the most important social
institutions, it influences the life of the country as a whole. Therefore,
much attention should be paid to education of children to ensure
stability and progress in the country. At the same time, the changes in
the social and economic life present new demands in the respect of new
vision in the upbringing and development of the new generation. It is
generally stated that the system of education in Russia has the urgent
need in deep alterations nowadays.

In the beginning of the twenty-first century the system of
education faces several problems. On the one hand, changes taking
place in information technologies and industry highlight the main
objectives in education. Modem industry needs qualified, highly
professional specialists in many spheres. On the other hand, the
overflow of information may become even dangerous for children: the
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statistics says that only 10 per cent of school-leavers can be considered
absolutely healthy today, the other 90 per cent having various health
problems. Therefore, it has been decided to extend the period of
obligatory secondary education to nine years instead of eight. General
secondary education is thus extended to eleven years.

The curriculum will undergo considerable changes, too. More
attention will be paid to new subjects in the curriculum, which are
essential for the integration of the young people into society. These
include economics, information technology, ecology, law, culture, arts,
geography, biology and fundamentals of security. The principles of
teaching Russian language, Russian literature, and mathematics will be
also changed aiming at deeper knowledge of the students. Teaching a
foreign language at Russian schools will be improved so as to match the
international standards. It is absolutely necessary to bring up
harmoniously developed people, thus more attention will be paid to the
lessons of physical education.

The education in Russia will undergo one more serious alteration
in the nearest future, concerning the entrance exams to higher
educational establishments. The nationwide system of assessment tests
is going to be developed. Admission to the universities will be held on
the results of these tests.

SECONDARY VOCATIONAL EDUCATION

In Soviet times, there was a special secondary education that
could be obtained in technical schools, as well as in some schools (for
example, medical school, pedagogical school, veterinary school, law
school).

It should not be confused with vocational schools (vocational
schools), where they received primary vocational education.
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In the post-Soviet period, some technical schools were renamed
colleges. Currently, secondary vocational education can be obtained in
technical schools and colleges (Secondary specialized educational
institutions). They, in turn, can be either separate educational
institutions or be part of higher Education institutions.

The following types of specialized secondary schools are
established:

a) technical school - a specialized secondary educational institution
that implements the main professional educational programs of
secondary vocational education and basic training;

b) college - a specialized secondary educational institution that
implements the main professional educational programs of secondary
vocational education of basic training and programs of secondary
vocational education of advanced training.

In other words, technical schools and colleges are taught in
specialties in which secondary vocational education can be obtained in
3 years (for some specialties - in 2 years). At the same time, the college
must also have training in advanced training programs (4 years).

Admission to educational institutions of SPO is carried cut on the
basis of basic general education (grades 9), as well as on the basis of
secondary (full) general education (grades 11). Currently, the main
contingent of students in technical schools and colleges has a basic
general education, because of the low competition for many specialties
in higher education institutions, applicants with secondary (full)
general education prefer to get a higher education.

For the first two years, the student continues to study school
subjects (mathematics, physics, chemistry, biology, geography, Russian,
history, and a foreign language). The plan for studying individual
subjects is slightly different from the same in 10-11 general education
institutions (subjects can be studied from 3 to 4 semesters).
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A state-accredited secondary special education institution issues a
state- issued diploma of secondary vocational education to graduates
who have completed the relevant educational program in full and have
passed the final state certification.

A person expelled from secondary special educational institutions
is either not passed the state (total) certification or received on the
state (total) certification unsatisfactory results, a reference reflecting
the scope and content of the education received.

THE EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM IN ENGLAND

The educational system in England is very complicated. It
embraces two educational purposes: first it gives a general education to
all children, and second, it selects the most able and gives them a more
advanced education.

In most schools boys and girls learn together. In the first stage,
which is called primary education, all children are educated according
to the same programme. As they grow older, differences in ability and
attainment become very marked, so it is considered necessary to offer
different programmes.

There are three stages of education: primary, or elementary,
education, secondary education and further (higher) education.

Primary education (from 5 years of age to 11 years of age). A
primary school is subdivided into an infant school for children aged 5 to
7 and a junior school for children aged 7 to 11. In small country places
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both the infant department and the junior department may be
combined under the roof of one school.

Secondary education (from 11 years of age to 16 years of age).
Until recently, there were three main types of secondary schools:
grammar schools, technical schools and modern schools. Children were
sent to one of these three types of school according to their abilities.
These three types of school still exist, but their number is decreasing.
They are being replaced by the so-called comprehensive schools. The
comprehensive schools are the most modern development in secondary
schools. The main advantages of the comprehensive schools are that
these schools are open to children of all types of ability from the age of
11; they are large schools which give a much wider range of subjects
than smaller schools, so that teenagers can choose a cou r of studies
according to their individual inclinations and abilities.

The comprehensive school gives the following range of subjects,
from which children can choose: English, French, German, Latin, history,
geography, art, music, woodwork, metalwork, needlework, commercial
subjects, mathematics, general science, religious instruction, physical
education.

SCHOOLS IN THE UNITED KINGDOM

Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of
five to sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to
playgroups. Both types of pre-primary educational establishments are
non-state; the difference is that a child spends the whole day in a
nursery school, while he or she can stay in a playgroup only for some
hours a day. Anyway, the main aim of such kind of establishments is to
make the children ready for primary schools. Children play, draw,
model things from clay and learn to work together.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five.
There are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the
responsibility of the Local Educational Authorities (LEA). The LEA
caters for the curriculum and exams in each region; they also appoint
head teachers and held assessment tests at schools.

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the
studies are more like playing than working; English teachers say that
this is the best way for children to get used to school. Probably they are
right: children learn better when they play. Lessons usually last from
nine in the morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at
the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. Children
usually wear a uniform; it is different in different schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
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languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education),
IT (Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology, Sex Education
and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of
Secondary Education examinations (GCSE) O-level, and then they either
leave school and start working or continue their studies at school or at
college for two more years. This is called the sixth form at school or the
sixth form college, and the students take only the subjects they need for
entering the university of their choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. They usually take
three or four A-levels. There are no entrance exams to universities, so
the students can enter a university or a college on the results of their A-
level examinations.

Speaking about education in the UK it is necessary to say that
there is a great difference between state education and private
education. State schools are free, and about ninety per cent of all
children attend them. Private, or public schools are very expensive.
These are usually boarding schools, where children stay while they
study, coming home only on vacations. These schools are for children
between thirteen and eighteen. Before entering a public school children
are usually educated at home. State schools are usually mixed, while
private schools are typically single-sex, with a few exceptions.

For academic purposes, the School is
divided into five Blocks, from F to B. Boys normally spend one year in
each block, moving up in September. On arrival in the School, a boy is
assigned a Tutor by his House Master. The Tutor’s principal function is
to assist House Masters in monitoring academic performance; he also
fosters his pupils’ personal, cultural, and social development. His pupils
come to him in small groups once a week for a Tutorial, in which they
follow a programme of Study Skills, Personal-Social-Health Education
(PSHE - designed to raise a boy’s awareness of moral, social, and health
issues), and topics chosen by the Tutor. When the boy becomes a
Specialist, i.e. when he enters C and embarks on A-level work, he
chooses a new Tutor. This will normally be a Master who teaches what
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is likely to be the boy’s principal A-level subject. There are thirty-seven
scheduled schools (i.e. lessons) a week in which formal teaching takes
place, but almost all boys have one or more reading schools (i.e. free
periods). Boys are taught in divisions (i.e. sets or forms) normally
containing about ten or twelve boys of broadly similar ability in the
case of Specialists and about twenty in the case of Non-Specialists. In
each block, a programme of regular out-of-school work is laid down.
There are a lot of facilities in Eton. Computing (along with Design
and Technology, Music, Drama, and Art) forms a compulsory part of the
syllabus during the first year and is an optional subject thereafter. In
the Design Centre there are facilities for woodwork, metalwork,
silverwork and electronics. A huge number of boys have music lessons,
and there are numerous bands, orchestras, and small groups. Most
departments have a building of their own where the boys are taught.

EDUCATION IN THE UNITED STATES

There is no federal educational standard in the USA. Schooling and
educational programmes are the responsibility of each state; this is why
one can find great differences in education from state to state. No
uniform demands exist on education in schools or universities
throughout the nation. In most states attending school is obligatory for
children between six and seventeen. Secondary education institutions
include elementary schools and high schools.

Higher education in the USA is not nation-wide. Colleges differ a
lot from each other in scale and level of education as well as in the
“quality” of diplomas given. There are private and state universities.
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Private education is considered more prestigious. The most famous
private university is Harvard. Higher education is rather expensive in
the USA.

A typical American university has two levels of education: two
years of undergraduate classes and two more years of graduate classes.
The undergraduate years are called the freshman and the sophomore
year. During the first and the second year the students take subjects of
general education: Science, Humanities, Arts. The specialization begins
at the third and the fourth years, named the junior and the senior year
respectively. After the fourth year at college, students get a Bachelor’s
degree. Graduates may specialize further and do research. They get a
Master’s Degree.

SCHOOL TEACHER

Teaching is a very specific and responsible job. Not everyone has
enough courage to accept this responsibility. Most young people prefer
to choose a more rewarding and better-paid job.

For them the
main attraction is not money, but job satisfaction and the belief that
education is of vital importance for the success and progress of any
society.

The success of educating and upbringing of children depends to a
great degree on the personality of the teacher, his professional skills,
moral principles, erudition and cultural background. This noble and
challenging profession demands from a teacher constant creativity,
enthusiasm, understanding of children and love for them, complete
dedication to his cause.

The teacher must be a model of competence, so he is a person who
is learning as well as teaching all his life. Most jobs can be done within
the usual office hours, but teacher's work is never done and evenings
are mostly spent marking exercise-books and preparing for the next
lesson. It is also a stressful job because you have to encourage your
pupils and keep them interested.

A good teacher treats his pupils with respect and values them as
individuals. He understands that each child is unique and has special
talents and capabilities. That's why he educates each pupil with special
attention to his or her interests and encourages each one to be the best
he or she can be. He helps children to develop their critical and creative
thinking, to form their views and characters, their attitudes to life and
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to other people. He teaches them to work independently and
cooperatively, to be helpful and useful.

A good teacher will do his best to bring up honest and considerate,
patient and tactful, self-confident, objectively-minded and self-
disciplined people, able to meet many challenges of adult life in a
rapidly changing world.

TEACHER'’S PROFESSION

When young people choose the profession of a teacher, it is
always necessary to bear in mind that teaching is a very difficult job. It
implies great responsibility and a lot of activities of different kind both
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in class and at home. There are always a lot of copybooks to be
corrected, plans to be written, and problems to be discussed. In fact,
there are no days off for a teacher: he or she is constantly occupied with
thoughts about school, lessons and pupils. This is why it is often said
that teacher’s job is very specific.

On the one hand, a good teacher does not only give knowledge but
also serves a model of behaviour for his or her pupils, especially the
young ones. He or she forms the pupils’ attitude to the subject. The
manner in which he or she teaches matters a lot. On the other hand, a
teacher mustn’t forget that he or she must study from the pupils.
Studying is a constant process for a teacher. If one stops studying,
learning something new every day, both in the sphere of his or her
professional interest and in people’s relations, this means that it is time
to stop teaching. Otherwise, it will do no good for the teacher and the
pupils.

The teacher’s task is not only to provide the pupils with
information, but also to prepare them for everyday life, to make them
good and responsible citizens of the society. While communicating with
children a teacher studies them. The teacher must know the pupils’
interests beyond the classroom, share their concerns, and learn about
their needs and abilities. He or she must be well aware of the pupils’
good and bad sides, too.

Classroom climate depends a lot on the relations between a
teacher and a pupil. Mutual respect of the teacher and the pupils is
necessary if one wants to create a good and fruitful atmosphere at the
lesson. To achieve this, the teacher’s thinking should be on a higher
level than that of the pupils.

It is the main aim of education to help children to live in the
community and to prepare for real life situations. School becomes a
place for work and play, for living and learning. A teacher takes an
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active part in shaping a child’s character, fostering honesty, kindness,
and cooperation.

Teaching is a very difficult job but those who are well equipped
for it will have a happy and interesting life.

When you think back to your first year of teaching, what is the one
word you would use to describe that first year? Some of the words that
teachers have shared with me include: confusing, overwhelming, and
intense.

It’s not nice having that overwhelmed feeling and it can not only
be stressful, but it can also lead to burnout.

I'm a believer that proactive teachers implement many
preventative techniques and strategies to help cope with the different
aspects of the classroom. This definitely helps with that overwhelmed
feeling, and what I think is the difference between an outstanding
teacher and one that is struggling.

Here are some of the qualities of what I think makes an
outstanding teacher.

Outstanding teachers are clear and organized. Outstanding
teachers have fully prepared lessons, with clear objectives that are also
obvious to students. They are in the classroom early and ready to go
with teaching by the time students arrive. They have thought about and
considered all parts of the lesson; they are structured and cater for the
different learning needs of their students.
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Outstanding teachers use a repertoire of teaching strategies to
engage students. The first 5 minutes of a lesson really counts and it
usually sets the tone for how the rest of the lesson will go. Outstanding
teachers use a variety of teaching strategies to entice their students in
the first few minutes of the lesson. They change this up and consider the
best strategy to match the content of the lesson. They are confident and
enthusiastic and use their voice clearly to explain concepts and keep
students on track during a lesson.

Outstanding teachers develop positive relationships with their
students. Seeking mutual respect and trust is a goal of an outstanding
teacher. They are warm, pleasant, approachable and tolerant of student
differences. They are consistent and fair. They learn their student’s
names quickly and get to know each of them. They help their students
to feel good about themselves and continually work at developing a
positive relationship with individuals and the class as a whole.

Outstanding teachers adapt their lessons for individual
differences. Not all kids are the same or learn in the same way or in the
same time, each and every one of them is unique. Outstanding teachers
acknowledge this, have a clear picture of where each of their students is
at and cater for this when planning lessons.

Outstanding teachers assess and evaluate student learning to
identify what they learned and what they have not yet learned.
Outstanding teachers ask themselves: what knowledge, skills, and
values did my students learn? What am [ going to do to help my
students learn concepts if they didn’t, or extend those students that
need it? Outstanding teachers constantly evaluate how their students
are progressing and use this information to direct future learning
experiences. They are also very clear why they assess and know the
type of information they want to collect. They choose the best
assessment techniques to match the intended outcome.
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Outstanding teachers constantly develop their management skills.
Preventing student management problems from occurring in the first
place is the goal of an outstanding teacher. Outstanding teachers make
their expectations very clear to students and can anticipate problems
and if they do arise react accordingly to prevent further disruption.
Outstanding teachers have many low-key techniques for responding to
inappropriate behavior and will always try to use these as a first option.
Outstanding teachers do not need to yell at their students!

Outstanding teachers are reflective teachers. Outstanding teachers
want to improve to become a more effective teacher. They participate in
professional development, they connect with other outstanding
teachers, they seek feedback and advice and they self-evaluate for self-
improvement.
